August 5, 1994

After work | went to Chicago with Mike Kawalchek (friend from work that grew up
in Chicago). We stayed at Mike’ grandparents’ house. That night we had grandma’s
homemade meat loaf and then we went to a bar and drank a lot of beer. When | was
taking a dump at the bar, | heard a guy say someone is on the quanker (I think he was
talking about me).
